Colors  Colores
Go outside and identify 
something of a specific 
color. “I see the leaves are 
green.” Ask your child to

✔ Parent/Guardian Photo Identification

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Kindergarten Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)

● Where do families go to register for kindergarten?
○ During school closures, Kindergarten Registration continues online. The 

new online registration system makes it easy to register using your cell 
phone, tablet or computer.  Go to philasd.org/thriveatfive for more 
information and to access the system.

● How old must my child be to attend kindergarten?
○ A child must be 5 years old on or before September 1st of the year they 

wish to enroll in Kindergarten. If a child turns 5 years old on September 
2nd they must register for a Pre-kindergarten program. The School 
District of Philadelphia does not test for early admission to kindergarten 
under any circumstances.

● Is kindergarten a full day?
○ Kindergarten is a full day program. The hours will be the same as the 

rest of the school population.
